The tour offers a full and exciting itinerary. However, I would like to emphasise that the itinerary 
allows a controlled amount of free time within the confines of the Covent Garden Piazza.  Pupils 
will be required to remain in small safety groups and mobile contact with a member of staff. 
Safety precautions will be implemented.  As with all theatre tours to the capital in previous years, 
use of public transport is prohibited.  Please do not consider this tour if you feel uncomfortable 
with any of these arrangements. 
 
We have prime seats for all of the four shows (the average value of each ticket is £50!).  The 
total cost of the tour, which includes transport, accommodation, tickets, pre-show meals and 
professional workshops, is only £295 (subject to fluctuations in fuel prices), which is superb value 
for money.  Unfortunately, workshop and theatre ticket restrictions mean that we can only offer 
42 places.  These will therefore be allocated on a first come, first served basis.  I hope your 
son/daughter/ward will be able to take part in what promises to be a truly unforgettable 
experience.
