The cost of the trip is £170.00, which includes transport by coach to Beamish and Dukeshouse Wood, 
together with accommodation, entrance to Beamish, food and all activities.  A packed lunch will be 
required for lunch at Beamish Museum on the first day of the trip.  Please make payment either:

2017.
