Cost? 
The cost for all the expeditions is £140. This covers the training day, the practice expedition and the 

assessed expedition, including all camping and assessor fees.  This is divided into two payments of £70, the 

first of which is now due.  A request has been set up on parent pay or please provide a cheque made 

payable to St Aidan’s School.  Please complete and return the attached Medical Form from BXM 

Expeditions along with the signed consent form at the bottom of this letter by Monday 4th of March 2019.  

Medical? 
Please ensure that all medication your child requires is brought along on the day and that the St Aidan’s 

school medical records are updated with any changes in your child’s medical conditions. 

What to Bring and Wear? 
Participants must expect to be outside all day so wear clothing appropriate for the weather conditions.  
They will not be doing any serious walking during the day so walking boots are not necessary. 
They will require a packed lunch and drinks.  No food will be available on site on the day. 
They will require pens/pencils/paper to make notes.
