Clearing Plus 
This a service offered by UCAS which is available for students who: 

• Are not currently holding any UCAS offers. 
• Have changed their minds about their firm and insurance choices and wish to seek alternative 

options. 
• Are placed into Clearing on results day. 

Clearing Plus aims to match unplaced students to courses with vacancies based on their application 
details.  If you are eligible for Clearing Plus: 

• A new button will appear in Track called 'View matches'. By clicking on this you can start browsing 
courses that UCAS has matched you to. 

• If you find a course you want to be considered for, click 'I'm interested' button, and your details will 
be passed to the university or college. 

• If the university or college still has places, they may contact you to discuss things further and/or to 
make you an offer. 

• If you receive an offer you then add it as a Clearing choice so that the place can be confirmed. 
Although Clearing Plus is designed to enhance the process of finding another place, it is important that you 
remain proactive - you can contact universities and colleges directly to enquire about course vacancies.
